represent the blood of
Christ, the hard shell
of the egg symbolized
the sealed tomb of
Jesus, the cracking of
which symbolized his
resurrection from the
dead. The rabbit, a
symbol of new life to
pagans, was adopted
by the early Christians
to represent the new
life in Christ.

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A Striking Image

Joe Routon took this photo in
2006 in Warsaw, Poland. It was
taken inside the Church of St.
Martin, which was founded in the
14th century'The church's
Baroque interior was completely
destroyed by the German
bombing raids in 1944, and after
the War it was not rebuilt. Today,
the interior of the church is
modern. The only surviving
element is this partially destroyed
crucil xX'that hangs in the
sanctuary. Rather than trying to
reconstruct the sculpture as it
was, the church decided to
"modernize" it, representing both
the past and the present (the
rebirth after the War). It's a very
striking image.

temporary stay in churches. Our church
was one of the rst to join and support
IHOC.

In addition to housing 20 men, on a

rotating basis, in churches, IHOC runs the

John Dambly Transitional Houlee six
homeless men.

Now we are shocked to hear that IHOC
might have to close its doors because of
a technicality in the funding applicatiori.

IHOC saves Camden County a huge
amount: without IHOC, the cost to
shelter the 25 homeless men would be
approximately $210,000. IHOCOs reques
was for $35,000.

You can help by calling one or more of
the following Camden County
Freeholders to express your concern. Tell
them that IHOC is important because it
helps many homeless to become self-
su$ cient, and it saves the taxpayers
hundreds of thousands of dollars.
