“Tears-in-My-Eyes Salsa”

A cooking activity to help us remember that Jesus turns our
tears to gladness.

Recipe: 1-16 oz can, diced tomatoes w/ peppers, dried minced
onion, tortilla chips.

Supplies: mixing bowl, plastic spoon, can opener, tablespoon,
paper cups.

What to Do: Open the can of diced tomatoes with peppers,

and pour into a mixing bowl. Add 1 tablespoon of the dried
minced onion. Stir to combine. Pour the salsa into paper cups

and serve with tortilla chips.

What to talk about: When the family is gathered ask:
*  When were you really sad?

*  What made you feel happier?
Say: It's OK to be sad. We might be sad when friends move

away, when we lose a favorite toy, or when someone we love
dies. When Jesus was put to death on the cross, Jesus' friends

were very sad, too. They stood at the foot of the cross and
wondered how this could happen. Jesus was the Son of God;

he wasn't supposed to die, was he? There must have been
tears in their eyes and pain in their hearts. But they didn't

know the rest of the story like we do!
Ask: What happened 3 days after Jesus died?

Jesus rose from death! Jesus was alive and his friends weren't
sad any more. Jesus took their tears and turned them to

gladness. Jesus does that for us too.
Let’s make “Tears-in-My-Eyes Salsa” to remind us that Jesus

turns tears to joy.
Make the salsa together.

As they eat read aloud John 20:19-20 and then ask:
*  How did Jesus turn the disciples’ sadness to gladness?

*  How can Jesus help you when you are sad?
Enjoy the salsa and celebrate that Jesus is alive.

Born in Woodbury and raised in Camden, Dorcas Reilly
earned her Bachelorls Degree in Home Economics from
Drexel University.

In 1949, Campbellls Soup called and offered her a job
developing recipes. She was one of two home economists on
the staff. The same year, a kitchen was built for their use.

In the early days of TV, she would regularly go to NYC to
Rockefeller Center to demonstrate the preparation of recipes
on the highly popular “Henry Aldridge Show,” which was a
forerunner of the situation comedies on TV today. With only a
hot plate and sink on the set, Dorcas would prepare dishes.
Usually, only her hands were shown on TV. Today, there are
many cooking shows on the Food Network—our Dorcas was
one of the first chefs to cook on national television.

After a few years, the number of home economists on the Campbell's
Soup staff grew to six, with Dorcas in charge. Her title was Senior
Manager Home Economist of the Creative Food Center of Campbellls
Soup. Each of her cooks was given a “project, an assignment,” a dish to
prepare using Campbell's Soup. At the end of the day, they would sit at
a table and sample the results, making suggestions and rating each
dish. The ones chosen would be used in ads and in cookbooks.

In 1955, Dorcas developed the “Green Bean Bake,” later renamed
“Green Bean Casserole,” the most-requested dish in Campbell's Soup!s
history.

An article in Lifestyle Magazine related that “Campbell!'s Soup estimates
that it sells $20,000,000 worth of cream of mushroom soup each year to
people following Dorcas! recipe.” Although it was created in 1955,
Campbell's Soup still uses it in commercials and advertisements. “Last
year, in November and December, more than 152,000 people looked up
the recipe on Campbellls website. That!s on top of the folks who got it
from the soup cans, ads, or family recipe cards.”

In 1995, as a result of a Campbellls Soup survey, it was determined that
the Green Bean Casserole is prepared most often in Peoria, lllinois, so Dorcas was flown there for a grand
celebration and huge press party to celebrate the 40th anniversary of the recipels creation.

In 2002, Dorcas presented the original recipe to the National Inventors Hall of Fame in Akron, Ohio.
Today, when cooking, Dorcas, who has been a member of our church for 52 years, never follows recipes. She

tells her husband, Tom, whom she met in high school, “If you don!t like this, you!ll never get it again—if you DO
like it, youl!ll never get it again.”

DorcasO famous recipe for Green Bean Casserole

1 can (10 3/4 ounces) Campbell's® Condensed Cream of Mushroom Soup

1/2 cup milk

1 teaspoon soy sauce

Dash ground black pepper

4 cups cooked cut green beans

1 1/3 cups French's® French Fried Onions
Stir the soup, milk, soy sauce, black pepper, beans and 2/3
cup onions in a 1 1/2-quart casserole. Bake at 350°F. for
25 minutes or until the bean mixture is hot and bubbling.
Stir the bean mixture. Sprinkle with the remaining onions.
Bake for 5 minutes or until the onions are golden brown.

Topics May 2010

The class meets Sundays 9:40 to 10:40 in the back board
room on the second level and all are welcome.

May 2 King Solomon: OPharaoh of IsraelO
A younger son of the House of David, King Solomon of Israel
and Judah (960-930 B.C.) married the daughter of the 21st
dynasty Egyptian pharaoh Siamun (?) which spawned at

Jerusalem a glittering, highly cultured, literate court. Soon a
scribal elite formed an Egyptian-style civil service, while other
scribes introduced biblical literature, a “lhumanist morality,”and
brand new theological categories for our Judaeo-Christian
tradition. The Very Rev. H.W. Heaton, Dean of Durham, wrote a
seminal work on Solomon’s reign, and we will use his
SOLOMON'’S NEW MEN (1974) to drive the discussion of
Solomon’s Temple, the ships of Tarshish, the Queen of Sheba,
the Proverbs and Wisdom literature, and the emergence of
ancient Israel as a national state. Lecture/video.

May 9 The Edict of Constantinople of 381: Imposing
OO0rthodoxyO on Christianity

That Roman Emperor Constantine granted favored status to
Christians in 312 is well-known, but Constantine was soon

astonished to realize that there were many competing
“Christianities.” A conference at Nicaea in 325 favored the
“Trinitarian” religious views of those who had su! ered or been
martyred for Christ, but Constantine’s successors favored the
easier-to-grasp Arian view of Christ as a demi-god. Then in
381 an edict of Emperor Theodosius ended all discussion, and
all of his subjects were required to subscribe to a belief in the
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. All other interpretations of God
and Christ were declared “heretical,” and for the #rst time in a
thousand years of Roman history thought was suppressed.
Charles Freeman’s book A.D. 381 (2008) is our springboard for
this discussion of the numerous theological problems
Theodosius’ edict unwittingly created for the Church.

Every time a never-before-seen “gospel” text is revealed, or an
archaeological discovery about Jesus makes the front page, or

a new work of #ction challenges the very foundations of the
Church, the public is fascinated and movements emerge

wishing to reject the formal boundaries of belief about God,
Jesus, and the Church. This is nothing new, but many modern

“heresies” are really just old, discredited heresies resurfacing.
“Remaining faithful to Jesus’ mission and message remains the

mandate of the Church despite cries that traditional dogma is
outdated and restricts individual freedom,” declares author

Professor Alister McGrath of Oxford University in his book
HERESY: A HISTORY OF DEFENDING THE TRUTH (2009).

Cowper, John Fawcett, and Timothy Dwight. Let’s learn the

Rocky Wilson to Present Lilacs and Roses...
May | at Haddonfield Friends Meeting

Lilacs and Roses for Walt, Abe and My Fatler
original work by Camden poet and Walt Whitman interpreter,
Rocky Wilson, will be presented in the Haddon#eld Friends
Meeting House on Saturday, May 1st at 8:00 PM.

The play premiered in the Philly Fringe Festival and
features the dynamic artistry of Wilson, a poet-dancer, who
lets his body and words sing their own tribute to Walt
Whitman, as well as honor his love for President Lincoln.
Closer to home, Wilson explores the life of a man he has found
much harder to appreciate than either poet or president—his
own father.

Wilson's stories and poetry give Lilacs and Rosesk
personal strength that is deeply rooted in the premise that
one’s own life is the best source of one’s art. A parallel is
drawn between the loss of a friend of Wilson’s father in World
War Il and the loss Wilson himself experiences when one of his
childhood friends, Lanny Rossell, is killed in Vietnam. The play
is dedicated to Wilson's father and to Rossell, who, like Wilson,
graduated from Haddon#eld Memorial High School.

Wilson has a Master’s Degree in Dance Education
from Temple University and he has studied creative writing in
the MFA program at Rutgers University in Camden. The
soulful, lyrical music of folksinger Tony DeSantis is woven
throughout “Lilacs and Roses...” DeSantis is joined by singer
Mary Benson Cavanaugh, who has performed with Wilson for
over 25 years.

PER CAPITA of the
Governing Bodies of the
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

As the utility bill reminds us of our connection to the utility, the
Per Capita reminds us of the connection to West Jersey
Presbytery, Synod of the Northeast, and the General Assembly.
As the utility bill advises us of the cost for service, the Per Capita
advises us of the cost of operations to do the ministry and
mission of Jesus Christ in the world.

Q. What is Per Capita?

A. Per Capita is a designated dollar amount that is asked of each
con#frmed member of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A) as a
yearly contribution collected by the presbyteries.

Q. I1snOt Per Capita part of my pledge?

A.  No. Your pledge provides funding for the day-to-day
operations of our church and its ministries. Per Capita is for each
church member in a family, not just the entire family.

Q. How is Per Capita used?

A. Per Capita is used to pay for the essential administrative
operation of the three governing bodies of the Presbyterian
Church (U.S.A.): Presbytery, Synod, and General Assembly.

Q. What is the total Per Capita dollar amount needed from
each church member of the West Jersey Presbytery to support
the three governing bodies in 20107

A. The total Per Capita amount is $37.00 per member for an
entire year.

Q. What happens if a church member does not make a
contribution for Per Capita?

A. Our church is responsible to pay his or her Per Capita.

Q. What does the W.J. Presbytery share pay for?

A. Salaries, expenses of the Presbytery, Council, and
Committees; Presbytery publications; o$ ce operations; audit
and legal services. 5

Q. What does the SynodOs share of Per Capita pay for?

A. Salaries of Synod stal; o$ ce expenses and operations;
newspaper publications.

Q. What does the General AssemblyOs share pay for?

A. Salaries, expenses of the annual GA meeting, allocations for
ecumenical bodies; legal and news services, auditing and
#nance; building operations; expenses for the Presbyterian
Council on Chaplains and Military Personnel; ordination
examinations, etc.

Q. Is Per Capita the same as mission giving?

A. No, Per Capita is distinguished from mission giving in that it is
operational money needed to keep the three bodies of our
church functional.

SoEPer Capita giving is what ENABLES the Presbytery, Synod,
and General Assembly to do their work Ehe ministry and
mission of Jesus Christ in the world.

On March 24, 1951, our cheh purchased a
Schulmerich Gronation Carillon for $1,350 fom the
Schulmerich Bell @mpany in Sllersville
Pennsyhania.

Unlike moden eledronic caillons tha produce the
sounds digtally, the Coronation was manufatured
with metal bars one br each nog, tha were struck
by stiikers inside solenoidghe vibrating bars were
ampli! ed, producing a beautiful bne tha sounds
like real bells Lage speakers in thedp of our bell
tower projected the sound ér se\eral blocks A built
in clock enabled usd set the times of the dawhen
it would play.

Similar b a player piang our caillon used paper olls
with perforations (holes) thamoved over a tacker
bar.When a peforation passed @er a hole in the
tracker bay a orresponding metal bar vas struck
producing the sound

Unfortunately, over 25 years ago the caillon
stopped playing, and ve were told that it was
beyond hope, tha it couldn®be repaired, tha parts
were no long aailable br it and nobody khew how
to! x it. ®, the wo cabinets (onedr the player and
clock mechanisms and the otheof the metal bars
and ampli cation), locded in the sound oom
beside the bell bwer, languished wllecting dust
and takng up spae.

Spiing forward to 2010Nour std' member, Mike
Rchardson, and bu Caravelli, a fiend and
neighbor of the chuch, brushed aay the
cobwebs, opened the cabinetsinspeded the
innards, and though they@ give it a go arepairing
it. Marvel of mawels, they suceeded! One again,
thanks b Lou and Mke, our caillon sings!
